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WHISTLER BLACKCOMB will be the site of Olympic and Paralympic alpine skiing events in 2010. The Dave Murray Downhill
(red mark on the left) is where the men’s races will occur and has been used to host World Cup-level races since the 1970s. The
Dave Murray Downhill drops more than one vertical kilometre in just over 3 kilometres and is the second longest downhill course
in the world.

In 2010, the ladies will race on the newly contoured Franz’s Run (right) which actually starts on the run Wild Card, transitions to Jimmy'’s
Joker and then finishes on Lower Franz's. In 2010, the ladies’ alpine ski teams will be the first racers to experience this course.
